It
contains many of the things which we have reported in the past. We are hopeful legislators will
see the wisdom in the interaction of the proposed bills.

As of yet, we have not seen any gambling bills. They always lurk in the shadows and all
of a sudden appear. We will remain vigilant for those.

As you know, candidates are already lining up for next year’s midterm elections. Whether
there is a “Trump effect” or usual midterm efforts, we will see. Whatever the effect, it will at
least be due partly to Trump’s efforts. Some may leave us questioning, but others encourage us.
Overall, we are still seeing American optimism and a return to the way government should
operate. We should continue to pray for our elected officials on a regular basis.
